What Is Scouting?  
Scouting is an international movement with over 28 million members worldwide, spread through 
216 countries and territories. The number of countries recognising the value of Scouting and 
accepting its principles is increasing and there are only six countries in the world who do not offer 
Scouting to young people.  

In total there are about 462 ,000 Members throughout the United Kingdom  and the number is 
growing ach year .  In addition about 100,000 adults have taken up appointments as leaders, 
administrators and supporte rs, all on a voluntary basis, to help make each 
local section and group possible for young people .  

The Scout Association in the UK accepts members of all major faiths 
and offers equal opportunities for both boys and girls no matter what 
their social, religious or ethnic background may be.  

Every year more than 10,000 UK scouts travel to 150 countries to take 
part in expeditions and community projects.  Thinking of expeditions ʛ 
you may have heard of our most famous volunteer ʛ Bear Grylls (Chief 
Scout). He thinks all scouts have the right to adventure, whether it is a Beaver Scout spending 
their first night away or an Exp lorer Scout going on their first international expedition. Adventure 
is at the heart of what we do.

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History of the  Bradway Scout Group  
2019 sees the 51st anniversary of Scouting in Bradway .  It began in 1968 with a few Cubs 
meeting in the school !ƞƞŘȈŘ ŉǫŽƓőŽƞű ǫƞőŘǏ ǣŸŘ ʦǫƜŉǏŘƓƓĬʧ ƩŰ ɁɁɈ eǏŘŘƞŸŽƓƓ ¯ŘǣŸƩőŽǗǣ eǏƩǫǌʋ 
The numbers grew and a separate Scout troop was needed leading to the formation of  the 297th 
Bradway Scout Group in 1969.  Meetings w ere held in the hall of Sir Harold Jackson Primary 
School (now Bradway Primary).  Numbers continued to grow and in 1971 it was agreed that a 
second Cub Pack and Scout Troop would be formed. 

After a few years fund raising, on  6th May 1978 the Bradway Scout Centre was built in the 
grounds of the primary school and was opened by the Duke of Devonshire.  

The building is also used by the School and After School Club and is rented out to various groups. 
The rent from lettings is used to cover the  running costs of the building. 

Eventually two Beaver colonies were also formed. Over the years group numbers have fluctuated 
and the Group now consists of one Beaver colony, one Cub pack and one Scout troop. 

 

The Purpose of Scouting  
Scouting in the UK is organised through The Scout Association. The Scout Association has a clear 
purpose:

Scouting works well when young people enjoy learning  by doing in partnership with adults.  

They do this by taking part in a variety of activities  and new experiences exploring the outdoors 
participating in teams taking responsibility.  

Our method for giving young people the opportunity to learn by doing is called the Programme. 
The Programme is a seamless progression of training, activities and awards that covers everything 
that young people do in Scouting from the ages of 6 to 25.  

All adults in Scouting have a responsibility to make sure that the Programme is fun and exciting.

The Scout Promise  
Scouting has a simple and positive promise that is required to be made by all members. The 
Promise together with the Scout Law, gives a distinctive ethos to the practices of the Movement 
and acts as a bond with Scouts in other countries.  

Scouting has moved forwards in many ways since the days of B aden-Powell and Scouting For 
Boys, and to reflect this, over the past 50 years we have created various wordings of the Promise 
to better represent the growing diversity of our Membership.  

Everyone in Scouting expresses their membership by taking the Promise and following the Scout 
Law.  Beaver Scouts and Cub Scouts have their own special Promise and Law, suitable for their 
age range.

The Five Sections

The Balanced Programme spans the 6-25 age range which is made up of five Sections. Each 
Section has its own identity, ethos and style. They all have adult support that varies in style across 
the different age groups.  

A Beaver Scout Colony  has members aged between six and eight. (minimum age 5 ¾, maximum 
age 8 ½ applies) 

A Cub Scout Pack  has members aged 8 ʛ 10 ½ (6-month flexibility applies)  

A Scout Troop  is for young people aged from 10  ½ - 14 years (6-month flexibility applies)  

These are all part of a Scout Group , like Bradway.  

An Explorer Scout Unit  is for young people from 14 -18 years old (minimum age 13 ½, maximum 
age 18). Explorer Scout Units are part of a Scout District (Sheaf District) .  

A Scout Network  is for young people aged 18 - 25 years old. Scout Networks are the 
responsibility of the Scout County ( South Yorkshire). 

There are several important things, which make Scouting  different from many other youth 
organisations:  

We are a uniformed movement

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The Beaver Colony  
A Beaver Scout Colony has members aged between 6 and 8 years old (minimum age 5 ¾ applies). 
They meet together as a Colony and work within small  űǏƩǫǌǗ ŊĬƓƓŘő ʨ¥ƩőűŘǗʩʋ ! ǣŘĬƜ ƩŰ ĬőǫƓǣǗ 
will run the Beaver Scout Colony. Beavers take part in a wide range of activities. These include 
making things, singing, playing games, going on visits, investigating nature, listening to stories etc. 
They do this through taking part in a programme of activities provid ed by the leadership team. 

Beaver Scouts:  

Learn about themselves  ʛ exploring their feelings and developing good habits of health 
and personal safety.  

Get to know people  ʛ finding out about people in their family, the family of Scouting, the 
local community and the wider world  

Explore -  discovering the exciting world of science, nature and technology , exploring the 
natural and man-made world  

Care -  growing and responding to the needs of others, the local community and the wider 
world.  

Beaver Scout work towards challenge awards, which are awarded by taking part in the regular 
programme. With hard work and regular attendance Beavers can gain their Bronze Award . 

Beavers also have the opportunity to gain Activity Badges, which they can word towards both 
inside and outside colony meetings. 

Meetings 
Our Bradway  Colony meets on Monday evenings 18:15 to 19:15 
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The Cub Pack  
A Cub Scout Pack has members aged 8-10 ½ years old (6 -month flexibility applies). Cub Scouts

will run the Cub Scout Pack, usually led by an Akela, some will be uniformed leaders others maybe 
sectional assistants, helpers or parents. 

Cubs take part in a wide range of activities that are desig ned to be interesting and to challenge 
them. At the same time they have fun, adventure and make friends along the way. They do this 
through taking part in a programme of activities provided by the Leadership team such as: 
camping, playing games, trying new  things and exploring the outdoors.  

Cub Scouts work towards awards and badges. The Cub Scout  Membership Award is presented to 
new Cub Scouts once they have learnt about the traditions and history of Scouting and about 
being a Cub Scout today. Activity badg es are specialist interest badges that can further develop a

Camps and outings are the most memorable events during the year. They are the chance to carry 
out activities that are not possible at the regular weekly meeting.  

Akela, the Cub Scout Leader, who has overall responsibility for the Pack, will lead the Leadership 
Team.  

It is however, very much a team effort with everyone having something to offer . 

Meetings 
Our Bradway  Pack meets on Thursday evenings 18:30 to 20:00  
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The Scout Troop  
A Scout Troop is for young people aged from 10 ½ - 14 years old (6-month flexibility applies).

a Scout Patrol Leader. 

The Patrol Leaders work with the Leadership Team in setting the programme and in decisions 
affecting th e Troop. The Patrol system is one of the important ways that young people can take 
responsibility for themselves and others.  

A volunteer leadership team made up of uniformed Leaders and other informal Assistants an d 
helpers will guide the Troop.  

Scouting has a reputation as an outdoor organisation based on strong traditions of camping and 
other outdoor pursuits.  

Scouts work towards challenge awards, culminating in the Chief Scouts Gold Award, which is 
presented in a county ceremony by the County Commissioner. Scouts also have the opportunity to 
gain a wide range of activity badges by working inside and outside troop meetings. Most of the 
badges and awards in Scouts require independent work by the scouts themselves.  

Most Troops will offer a number o f events away from home during the year, and very often a 
summer camp. These are important to the life of the Troop, as they are the culmination of much of 
the training during the year.  

Meetings 
Our Scout Troop meets on Tuesday evenings 19:15 to 21:00 
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Where Do We Meet?  
Most section meetings are at the Scout Hall, Bradway Primary School, Sheffield 

We are lucky to have a purpose-built hall  within the grounds of the local school with access to the 
playing fields and outdoor areas.  
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How Much Does It Cost?  
Scout Groups charge subscriptions to cover cost of equipment and the resources to enable us to 
deliver good quality Scouting.  Most of the subscriptions (subs) go towards the annual 
membership fee paid to headquarters for the day -to-day running of The Scout Association that 
includes insurance for all members and supports training for leaders.   

The annual subscriptions for 201 9 are £48.00 for Beavers, £60.00 for Cubs and £65 for Scouts.  
The payment is requested from each member in March / April each year.  Members who join part 
way through a year pay a reduced amount  for each term.   

Please make cheques payable to 297 th Bradway Scout Group  and give them 
to your section leader.  BACS Payments are also accepted 

 

Financial Help  
We appreciate that fund can sometimes be tight. If you need a bit of help 
with the cost of a camp etc or if you want to spread the payments, then 
please have a quiet chat with one of the Leaders. We are as flexible as 
possible and would rather know in advance than be chasing you later!  

We are keen that everyone has the opportunity to attend at least one camp 
each year. 

It is not our policy to exclude any young person from an activity because  of 
cost, however we do not have a bursary fund .  

 

Gift Aid  
The Group is a registered charity and able to recover income tax on any donation provided parents 
make a declaration to allow the tax reclaim.  Donations may now be of any value. The only criteria 
is that the individual making the donation has to pay income tax or capital gains tax of at least the 
amount to be recovered by the Group. If you pay by cheque, the name on the cheque must match 
the Gift  Aid declaration. 

If you sign a declaration, up to 25p in each £1 can be claimed back by

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How do I join?  
There may be a waiting list for entry into each section of the Group. Our numbers are limited by 
space and the number of adult volunteers that can attend regularly.  

Once a member of the group, young people are guaranteed a space in the next section as they 
progress. 

We make every effort to accommodate siblings of existing members, however there is no 
automatic entry for siblings ʛ they must be added to the waiting list if one is in operation. 

To find out more, you can contact the leader of the section and provide them with the young 
persons Name, Date of Birth and Contact Details (address, email and phone number.) 

If there is currently a waiting list , you will be advised at that point.  Contact details are at the end of 
the welcome pack. 

Is there anything I can do to get my young person a place?  

We accept people into the group depending on their age and how long they have been on any 
waiting list.  However there is a way to mo ve yourself up a waiting list or allow more members

Personal Information  
It is necessary for each section leader to hold personal information about members and their adult 
parents / guardians.  Sections may do this on paper, digitally and online, using systems compliant 
with UK data protection legislation.   

Please complete the Member Details Form (towards the end of this pack), which will be kept on 
file by the section leader for regular week -to-week activities.  For out of the ordinary activities, you 
will be sent a permission form which will include a health information section. Please include 
anything that m ay be relevant to the activity on that form, including dietary restrictions.  

  Health  
The Scout Association Rules stipulate that no child is allowed to undertake any 
activity without a Health Information Form.  Sections may do this online, on 
paper or by email before events. 

Safety  
The Scout Association takes pride in its safety record.  Guidance is provided to 
Leaders through their District and County support  to ensure that Scouting 
activities are as safe as possible. Safety issues are covered extensively in our 
Leader Training.  

For more adventurous activities such as water sports, caving and 
mountaineering, we have special authorisation arrangements to ensure Scouts are in safe hands. 

 

Child Protection  
The Scout Association's child protection policy is known as the 'Young People First' policy.

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It is the policy of The Scout Association to safeguard the welfare of all members by protecting 
them from physical , sexual and emotional harm. The Scout Association is committed to:  

¶ taking into account in all its considerations and activities the interests and well -being of young 
people;  

¶ respecting the rights, wishes and feelings of the young people with whom it is working ;  

¶ taking all reasonable practicable steps to protect them from physical, sexual and  

¶ emotional abuse, and  

¶ promoting the welfare of young people and their p rotection within a relationship of trust.  

All adults aged eighteen or over, no matter what their role or involvement within Scouting, are 
responsible for putting this policy into practice at all times.

Disclosure And Barring  
Scouting continues to hold the safety and wellbeing of your child with utmost importance. It is

We have 
taken this path as some parents support Scouting in many ways , 
from joining in with our regular meetings, as well as transporting 
young people in their cars or joining in group activities such as 
family camps. 

We would therefore be very  appreciative if you could help us by 
completing the Adult Information  Form, to enable us keep the 
young people in our care as safe as possible.  We understand that you may feel that this is over -
kill, or you may be concerned that something that you did a  long time ago may become public,
